General Info
Race results will be posted as quickly as possible at www.midweekmtb.com
The race starts as a mass start as close to 6:30 as possible on the asphalt in front of Moonbeam Lodge. The group proceeds up a dirt service road to thin the ground and then funnel into single track to begin the climb.

Kid’s Race

Every week there will be a kid’s race. The kid’s race is for children 12 and under. The kid’s race will start at 6:15 on race nights. The courses will try to be fun, yet challenging enough for the kids to feel like they’ve accomplished something.  I will try to work in as much singletrack as possible.  

Kids that have advanced beyond this level are welcome to race in the open class.  Kids racing in the beginner open class will need to pay the weekly race fee and also will need to have a number plate.  

The beginner class is not a cumulative points race for the overall (translated, beginners do not race for cash prizes).  This category is intended for the development of the sport; riders that have never raced, or in this instance, our youth racers.  

Legal Stuff…

1. Mountain biking is a hazardous activity. There are risks from varying terrain and obstacles. Injuries are common. Please understand that you are using the mountain at your own risk.

2. Mountain bikers must wear helmets at all times. This includes when pre-riding the course.

3. Big Cottonwood Canyon is a watershed and no dogs are allowed in the watershed. Please keep all dogs at home.

4. Racers moving from Sport to Expert/Pro will carry their ALL their sport category points to Expert/Pro

5. Racers moving from Expert/Pro will carry HALF their Expert/Pro category points to Sport

6. Racers who race both Sport and Expert/Pro will be placed in the category in which they have the most races. If there are an equal number of races, the racer will be placed in the category in which they started the season.

7. Ties will be broken by the placement of the riders in the last race in which both riders raced.
